To
them. 1 could not be “stupid”. The problem was they did not know about learning disabilitics.

That was a major change in my life.

@ I went to our guidance department and asked if I could start talking to students identified as
learning disabled. Twice a week, 1 would coach them through the different emotions and
thoughts they had... Now, I work for a college as the Coordinator for Student Development. I,
in fact, help my own co-workers understand what a learning disability is, and how to look for
signs.
